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VT National Guard announces 9-11 Patriot’s Day visiting hours for the Vermont National Guard Fallen Heroes Memorial 
The Vermont National Guard’s Fallen Heroes Memorial will be open to the public on Sunday, September 11th Patriot’ Day from 10:00 am to 3:00 pm to give Vermonters an opportunity to visit and pay respect to the Vermont National Guard’s Fallen Heroes in commemoration of 9-11, a day we now honor as Patriot’s Day.
 The Fallen Heroes Memorial, which is located at Camp Johnson in Colchester, was formally dedicated on September 11th, 2008.   It bears the names of 14 Vermont National Guard members who gave their lives for our Nation in the wars following the fateful day of September 11, 2001.

The centerpiece of the Vermont National Guard Fallen Heroes Memorial depicts a soldier kneeling in reflection at the boots, rifle and helmet of a fallen soldier.  The sculpture is cast in bronze by renowned historic scene sculptor Terry Jones.

 Visitors to Camp Johnson will be required to provide a valid photo ID at the security gate to gain access to Camp Johnson and the Fallen Heroes Memorial.  
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
